He looked forward to going to Camp
Good News summer camp every year. 

Jack was very adventurous and always on the go. He scaled several mountains; (Rainier,
Hood, Shasta, South Sister, St. Helens, and Adams). He loved to travel and took his
family on road trips around North America. He loved camping, hiking, hunting,
snowmobiling, and river sports. Jack loved working with trees, climbing them, building tree
forts in them, cutting, stacking, and heating the house with them. 

Jack Fox was a friend to all he met. He remembered everyone’s name and what each



person was interested in. 

Jack was self-employed in home building and construction and was a good businessman.
He was a mentor and tried to build people up and help them accomplish above and
beyond what they dreamed possible. 

Jack lived life with gusto. He had a great sense of humor and an unmistakable laugh. He
will be sorely missed by all.
